DRAFT DECISION


In the Decision dated June 19, 2008 (Decision) in the above-captioned Docket, the Department of Public Utility Control (Department) indicated it would reopen this proceeding to examine ways in which the cost effectiveness of all conservation and load management programs can be improved to allow increased customer participation within current budgets.  The following are examples that were cited in the June 19th Decision:

1. Reduce incentive levels where appropriate.  Decision, p. 4;

2. Place additional emphasis on performance‑based contracting.  Id.

3. Eliminate funding for non‑electric savings in all programs except Low Income.  Id 

4. Increase focus on peak demand savings.  Id.

5. Increase the emphasis on market transformation by changing building codes and appliance efficiency standards.  Id.

6. Reduce direct rebates and expand financing plans.  Decision, p. 5.

7. Review the Home Energy Solutions (HES) program to determine if the cost of HES audits can be shared with the customer or financed and if the movement to a market based offering for HES can be accelerated.  Decision, p. 20.

8. Review existing financing programs that could be promoted under the HES program to support the purchase of efficient appliances, the installation of additional insulation or other capital intensive investments.  Decision, p. 30.


The Department hereby reopens this docket for the limited purpose of examining ways in which the incentive structure of all conservation and load management programs can be modified including these enumerated issues.  The re-opened docket is designated Docket No. 07‑10‑03RE01, DPUC Review of The Connecticut Light and Power Company’s and The United Illuminating Company’s Conservation and Load Management Plan For The Year 2008 – Program Incentive Structures.
