Dear Commissioner Betkoski:

On behalf of the Energy Conservation Management Board (ECMB or "the Board") I am pleased to submit this letter confirming review and approval of the 2010 joint plan developed by the Connecticut electric and gas utility companies with advice and assistance from the Board.

This coming year's proposed plan includes some new programs as well as significant enhancements to existing programs that have been in development for several years and are designed to go broader and deeper. In this way, we hope to deliver cost-effective energy efficiency products and services while maintaining high quality and value for the ratepayer dollars invested. Among the new offerings and enhancements are:

Further work will continue toward integrating on-the-bill repayment and investigation of enhanced financing methods for the Home Energy Solutions program as well as moving it toward a market-driven structure that promises to deliver deeper savings. Similar parallel efforts are also being investigated for enhanced use with certain C&I sector programs as well.

The Business Sustainability Challenge, currently in a pilot program phase, provides a platform that also focuses on going broader and deeper in the commercial and industrial sector via use of management buy-in to meet energy saving and environmental goals. It provides an opportunity for customers to not only address their energy management practices and investments, but also their environmental/sustainable objectives and continuous improvement objectives more strategically through a comprehensive multi-year approach with a goal of long-term sustainability. In addition, it takes a holistic approach to educating and working with larger customers so they learn to manage energy as a valuable resource, much like an integrated design for new construction. This is accomplished through technology as well as nurturing behavioral changes. These behavioral goals are then constantly reinforced by use of computerized management tools allowing participants to measure their progress against others in their peer group. We hope the end result will be corporations imbued with a continuous energy improvement culture.

eeCommunities, while still under development, has been launched to meet the needs of Connecticut's municipalities under a broad-based set of services and making use of a number of existing programs as well as specific enhancements tailored to this market. It will use such assets as existing town energy committees, faith-based communities, small businesses as well as town governments, themselves, to bring the energy efficiency theme deep into the fabric of towns and cities. Features will include low-interest financing through the Small Business Energy Advantage program and technical assistance for both residential and small business applications

These are a sampling of the program enhancements that have been proposed in this plan that we believe can aid in meeting the goals and expectations laid out in the Department's decisions and further guidance provided during technical meetings. 

We are looking forward to providing further information on these and other programs as the docket proceeds.
