Progress on the following program evaluations has been achieved in March:

Evaluation Planning

Given the many changes resulting from ISO and the FCM, much of the expected evaluation has been superannuated. Revisiting the planned evaluation schedule and the programs’ needs will result in a much different plan.  The new plan will be completed in April. 

O&M Services Program 

Nexant Consulting is the contractor for the Impact and Persistence evaluation of the O&M Services Program.  Extreme delays beset the evaluation.  However, content and presentation issues have now been resolved.  The final report is expected by today.  I anticipate filing soon thereafter.

Standard Practice in C&I New Construction

The ECMB consultants and representatives from the CL&P and UI released an RFP concerning standard practice for energy features in new construction and major renovation projects. The RFP went out to bid on December 15 and proposals received on February 29.  However, changing requirements for monitoring and evaluation (M&V) to support the Forward Capacity Market have made moot the basis for this study as originally envisioned.  A meeting between commercial program administrators, other utility representatives, and ECMB technical consultants will be held in early April.  Decisions will then be made on whether a revised study is needed.

PRIME

The PRIME assessment of methodologies and savings results was completed in December.  The report went out as a Connecticut-only volume because of methodological and definitional disagreements between the contractor and the NUP consultant.  However, it was brought to my attention that the document contained several references concerning its production for both states.  The report was altered to make clear that the report pertains only to CL&P and was re-filed March 26th.

Regional Studies

A regional evaluation working group is now examining possibilities for co-funding several studies. The utility representatives and ECMB technical consultants have decided not to participate in a study of the persistence of CFLs placed under direct install programs.  Other studies look more promising such as examinations of peak effects of residential room air conditioners and prescriptive commercial HVAC measures.
