Dear Ms. Santopietro:

On behalf of the Energy Efficiency Board (EEB or "the Board") I am pleased to submit  the Energy Efficiency Potential Study for commercial, industrial and residential electric energy markets. This was mandated by the Connecticut Legislature in Section 84 of Public Act 07-242, An Act Concerning Electric and Energy Efficiency.  It states:

Sec. 84. (Effective from passage) On or before July 1, 2007, the Energy Conservation Management Board, established pursuant to section 16-245m of the general statutes, shall contract with an independent, third party to conduct an assessment of Connecticut's conservation and energy efficiency potential, including conservation, demand response and load management. Such assessment shall be considered an update to a similar assessment conducted by a third party in 2004. Not later than February 1, 2008, the board shall present the results of such assessment and its recommendations for cost-effective methods or mechanisms to fund new or expanded energy efficiency initiatives to address the energy efficiency potential determined in the assessment to the joint standing committee of the General Assembly having cognizance of matters relating to energy.


While not required in statute that this document be entered into this docket, we believe it provides an optimal venue for review of the information contained in it and will be useful in going forward with the continuing development of the 2010 and beyond programs.

We would be more than pleased to meet with the Department to review this document and look forward to providing further information on achievable potentials pertaining to demand response.
